Grading Policy

· Grades for each quarter will be based on the following categories:

Daily Assignments, Labs, Projects, Reports, 

_ WebQuests, Quizzes and Tests _

Notebook 
· The following grading scale will be used throughout the year in science, including the determination of quarter, semester and year grades:

100% and above = A+

99.9-90% = A

89.9-80% =B

79.9-70% = C

69.9-60% = D

below 60% = F
· Each student is required to keep notes in science.  These notes will usually be graded each chapter and are also used when completing test corrections.
· Any student who misses an assignment or test due to an excused absence will be given one day to make up the work for each day that they missed.

· Unexcused assignments that are not turned in on time will receive a 20% deduction after completion.  
· In order to receive full credit on any assignment, the work should be reasonably neat, and should include the student’s name and hour.
· No credit will be given for any assignment or test that is copied.

· Students are often given the opportunity to make test corrections by using their class notes to help improve their knowledge of the subject and increase their overall grade.

· Each student is required to keep a notes in science.  These will be graded for completeness and quality every two chapters.
· Any student who misses an assignment or test due to an excused absence will be given one day to make up the work for each day that they missed.

· Unexcused assignments that are not turned in on time will be sent to study hall.  If completed in study hall 25% is taken off,  if completed in homework hangout 50% is taken off, after that it will remain 50% off.
· In order to receive full credit on any assignment, the work should be reasonably neat, and should include the student’s name, hour, and the title of the assignment.

· No credit will be given for any assignment or test that is copied.

· Students may retake one test per quarter.  The student is responsible for informing the teacher that they wish to retake it, and arrangements will be made to take the retest outside of class time.
